We are parked outside, and sometimes have to deal with rain and 

lightning, we've developed our own set of guidelines with this, which 

twice as made us shut the airplane down and get everyone off the 

airplane into the building, due to lightning getting close.

So, with the almost end of TF-01, Kurt we request you send us another 

timing board, as I suspect we'll be changing out the nose DSM one with 

our spare tomorrow.
